Robust large-scale distributed wireless communication for aircraft IVHM

NASA's Glenn Research Center is conducting research and development on wireless sensor communication architectures to enable large-scale Integrated Vehicle Health Management (IVHM) onboard commercial aircraft. This research will develop architectures, devices, and communication protocols for systems of intelligent sensors. Specific studies will include RF modeling techniques for constrained environments, self-healing adaptive network technologies, and communication device development for integration with embedded sensors.
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
